A bill to amend 1994 PA 451, entitled "Natural resources and environmental protection act,” by
amending sections 5204 and 19708 (MCL 324.5204 and 324.19708), section 5204 as amended by
2005 PA 253 and section 19708 as amended by 2005 PA 256, and by adding sections 5204b, 5204c,
and 19703a.
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Senate Bill No. 1443, entitled

A bill to amend 1994 PA 451, entitled "Natural resources and environmental protection act,” by
amending section 5204a (MCL 324.52044), as added by 2005 PA 254, and by adding section 5317.

Senator Birkholz explained her bill to the committee members.

Bob Wilson, Senate Magjority Policy Analyst, explained the substitute (S-1) for Senate Bill 1442 to
the committee members.
