      school aid for instruction provided to nonpublic school students at  
      nonpublic school site; revise. 
 

• SB 622 Sen. Emmons  Education; students; dual enrollment eligibility; modify in career and  
     technical preparation act. 

 
• SB 623 Sen. Emmons  Education; students; dual enrollment eligibility; modify in postsecondary  

     options act. 
 

• SB 624 Sen. Pavlov Education; school choice; geographic requirements for schools of choice; 
      remove, and require districts to participate based on available space.
