e SB418 Sen. Hune  Occupations; insurance; travel agents; exempt from being licensed
as insurance agents.

e SR 37 Sen.Booher A resolution to urge the Internal Revenue Service to adopt aformulafor
determining full-time employment that assumes that adjunct faculty work one hour outside the
classroom for each hour that they teach for the purposes of the Patient Protection and Affordable
Care Act.

Sen. Booher, along with Erin Schor of Michigan Community College Association and Don Wilske of
Lansing Community College, gave abrief overview of SR 37 for members of the committee and the
audience.

Senator Hune called for amation to report SR 37 with recommendation. Senator Marleau so moved.
