	Samuel Jolly: Site Name: Samuel Jolly (Former Service Station) Amount Authorized: $14,400 
Funding Source: Refined Petroleum Fund 
Description: The former gasoline station is currently a vacant parcel at the corner of West Warren Avenue and 24th Street. There are three 8,000-gallon underground storage tanks (USTs) present on the property. Analytical results from a Targeted Brownfield Assessment indicated that a release had occurred. The state has received a federal Brownfield Cleanup Grant to remove the USTs and contaminated soil. These funds will be used for state match for the federal project.
	Abandoned Gas Station Petosky: Site Name: Abandoned Gas Station-Petosky 
Amount Authorized: $39,000 
Funding Source: Refined Petroleum Fund 
Description: This property is an abandoned gas station that tax reverted to the city of Detroit in 1983. The property is located in a residential area. There are three underground storage tanks on the site and the tank fill ports are uncapped posing a risk to residents in the neighborhood. The tanks contain approximately 42 inches of petroleum product but the grade is not known. This project includes removal of the liquid, the tanks, and contaminated soil found during the excavation to protect public health and the environment.
	Warren and Lakewood Service: Site Name: Warren & Lakewood Service 
Amount Authorized: $200,000 
Funding Source: Refined Petroleum Fund 
Description: This former gasoline station is now vacant but contains at least four underground storage tanks (USTs) that were used for gasoline storage. The USTs have not been in service for several years. A confirmed release was reported for this facility following a Pollution Emergency Alerting System inspection in 2007. The inspection revealed petroleum odors, free petroleum product, and heavily impacted soils. Additional investigation is needed to define the extent of contamination. This project includes conducting an investigation and removal of the USTs and contaminated soil to protect public health and the environment.
	John's Tire: Site Name: John's Tire (former) 
Amount Authorized: $25,600 
Funding Source: Refined Petroleum Fund 
Description: The site is currently an abandoned gasoline station and former tire sho6 at the corner of Philadelphia and Oakland. A Brownfield Redevelopment Assessment (BFRA) conducted in May 2007 showed there to be at least three underground storage tanks (USTs) at the site and the possibility of one or more hoist pits. A confirmed release from a leaking UST is supported by analytical results. The building is open and the property has been used for illegal dumping, car stripping, and tire disposal. A federal Brownfield Cleanup Grant has been received to remove the USTs and associated contamination. These funds will be used as state match for the federal project.

Amount Authorized: $11,000 
Funding Source: Clean Michigan Initiative 
Description: Cyanokem is a hazardous waste treatment facility in the city of Detroit which operated under the Resource Conservation and Recovery Act (RCRA). The site is contaminated with cyanide wastes and has an operating groundwater treatment system. Cyanokem has been dissolved through bankruptcy and left the site in December 2003. Several areas of cyanide soil contamination and large pits have been remediated. Also, a building on the property has been demolished and underground storage tanks removed. This project includes additional funds to complete cleanup actions taken to protect public health and the environment.
	Feister Oil Company: Site Name: Feister Oil Company 
Amount Authorized: $55,000 
Funding Source: Cleanup and Redevelopment Fund Description: This site was formerly a bulk petroleum storage facility. Free petroleum product was discovered when an area located south of the site was developed. Underground and above ground storage tanks were removed. An investigation has been conducted to determine groundwater flow and the source and extent of the contamination. Funds were previously authorized to install a free petroleum product recovery system to address the product and contaminated groundwater. This project includes additional funds to install the treatment system to protect public health and the environment.
	Northline Drum Site: Site Name: Northline Drum Site Amount Authorized: $270,000 Funding Source: Clean Michigan Initiative Description: This site was used for illegal disposal of industrial wastes. The U.S. Environmental Protection Agency removed over 3,000 drums. Additional buried drums were encountered when the city of Romulus began development of the property. The additional drums were removed and a soil vapor extraction system installed to remediate contaminated soil. The treatment system has reduced contaminant levels to cleanup criteria and has been shut down. Litigation with the contractor that installed the treatment system resulted in a state liability of $250,000. This project includes additional funds to issue the lawsuit settlement payment.
	Mercury Manufacturing: Site Name: Mercury Manufacturing 
Amount Authorized: $25,000 
Funding Source: Refined Petroleum Fund Description: Operations at this site included the manufacturing of steel parts. Releases from underground and above ground storage tanks resulted in free petroleum product across the site. The tanks and contaminated soil have been removed. Response actions have successfully mitigated the source area, reduced contaminant levels, and abated the free petroleum product. This project includes abandoning monitoring wells to protect public health and the environment.

Amount Authorized: $450,000 
Funding Source: Refined Petroleum Fund 
Description: The site is the location of a former gasoline station and an automotive service center that was operated by the former Montgomery Ward retail store. In 1985, use of gasoline was discontinued and the underground storage tank (UST) was removed. An initial investigation concluded that the UST, associated piping, and pump island leakage resulted in widespread soil and groundwater contamination. A free product recovery system was installed and operated from 1995 until 1999. The system significantly reduced contamination levels, however, free petroleum product and soil and groundwater contamination remain above cleanup criteria. This project includes installation of a dual phase extraction and treatment system for recovery of free product and treatment of soil and groundwater to protect public health and the environment.
	Action Auto: Site Name: Action Auto (former) 
Amount Authorized: $100,000 
Funding Source: Refined Petroleum Fund Description: The former owner of this site, Action Auto, went bankrupt in the 1990s. During their  ownership, two underground storage tank releases were reported and a subsequent investigation identified the presence of free petroleum product and soil and groundwater contamination. The extent of contamination and potential receptors have not been defined. Free petroleum product remains a source of contamination on site and if it has migrated, poses a direct contact and inhalation hazard to underground utility lines and adjacent properties. This project includes conducting an investigation to determine the extent of contamination and the remedial actions needed to protect public health and the environment.

Amount Authorized: $10,000 
Funding Source: Clean Michigan Initiative 
Description: The site has operated as a gasoline service station since the early 1970s and is currently operating as a Shell Station. Petroleum compounds have migrated off-site into a downgradient subdivision. Quarterly monitoring of the residential wells has identified several wells with contamination, but below the residential drinking water protection criteria. This project includes additional funds to extend the municipal water system to protect public health and the environment.

Amount Authorized: $310,000 
Funding Source: Clean Michigan Initiative Description: This property was used for the manufacture of drill bits and small tools. The manufacturing process involved cyanide salts, sulfuric acid, and caustic permanganate. Two settling lagoons received the discharge of processing water. After a complaint of oil staining and odors in soils within the wetland adjacent to the site, soil testing was conducted. Polychlorinated biphenyls (PCBs) were detected in concentrations exceeding generic residential direct contact cleanup criterion. This project includes additional funds for analytical costs associated with remedial action activities being conducted to protect public health and the environment.

	Wine Basket/Jenny Enterprises: Site Name: Wine Basket/Jenny Enterprises Amount Authorized: $150,000 
Funding Source: Refined Petroleum Fund Description: This site operated as a gasoline service station from 1959 to 1972 and has been operating as a party store since the early 1970's. Several underground storage tanks and 1,488 tons of contaminated soils were removed. However, the contamination has migrated off-site and has co-mingled with another contaminated site plume. The contamination threatens residential wells in the area and Duck Lake. This project includes completing a feasibility study to determine actions required to protect public health and the environment.
	Coe's Cleaners: Site Name: Coe's Cleaners 
Amount Authorized: $245,000 
Funding Source: Clean Michigan Initiative Bond Fund Description: This site consists of a strip mall that is occupied by a restaurant, general store, and a hair salon. A former dry cleaning business operated at this location for a number of years. Volatile organic compounds related to dry cleaning solvents were identified in a groundwater monitoring well in concentrations that exceed safe drinking water levels. The contaminants were also detected in the municipal water supply but below residential drinking water criteria. A groundwater remedial system has been installed to protect the village of Milford's municipal water supply. This project includes two years of operation and maintenance of the treatment system to protect public health and the environment.

	McLeieer Oil Co: Site Name: McLeieer Oil Co. (Capital) 
Amount Authorized: $4,000 
Funding Source: Refined Petroleum Fund 
Description: This facility operated as a gas station which dispensed gasoline, diesel fuel, and kerosene. Six underground storage tanks were removed and a confirmed release was reported. The buildings were structurally unsound and needed to be removed in order to delineate the contamination. Corrective actions included building demolition and the measurement of the vertical and horizontal extent of soil and groundwater contamination. Recently a complaint was received regarding ten drums on the property. This project includes characterizing, transporting and disposal of non-hazardous investigative derived waste to protect public health and the environment.
	Logan's Gas and Deli: Site Name: Logan's Gas & Deli 
Amount Authorized: $820,000 
Funding Source: Refined Petroleum Fund 
Description: This site has been an operating gas station and convenience store since the 1960s. In 2007, a release of 8,000 gallons of gasoline was reported from a 10,000 gallon underground storage tank (UST). The liable party failed to initiate appropriate cleanup actions in a timely manner which resulted in the contamination migrating under the roadway, threatening private drinking water wells, and posing an indoor inhalation concern for surrounding residences. The state installed a free petroleum product recovery trench as an emergency response and recovered approximately 3,000 gallons of product. However, significant contamination remains and a multi-phase recovery system is needed to prevent further migration of the contamination. This project includes conducting an investigation to define the extent of contamination and to assess the indoor air risks. It also includes design and installation of a remediation system to protect public health and the environment.
	West Jackson GW Contamination: Site Name: West Jackson GW Contamination 
Amount Authorized: $90,000 
Funding Source: Environmental Protection Bond Fund Description: This site was first discovered when a resident complained of the quality of their drinking water. Sampling of the residential wells confirmed solvent contamination above criteria and approximately 200 homes were connected to municipal water. There are another 60 homes adjacent to the area whose water wells are threatened by the contamination. Due to the bedrock formations in the area, an investigation to define the extent of contamination will be very expensive and may be inconclusive. Therefore, it has been determined to use funds previously authorized for the investigation to connect the remaining residences to municipal water in the area. This project includes additional funds to complete the water main connections in order to protect public health.
	Former Gulf Station: Site Name: Former Gulf Station 
Amount Authorized: $150,000 
Funding Source: Refined Petroleum Fund Description: This site was an operating gas station. However, the operating period and location of underground storage tanks is not known. Gasoline contamination was discovered in area water supply wells and a limited investigation found soil and groundwater contamination on the site.  The soil and groundwater contamination continues to pose a threat to drinking water wells in the area. This project includes removal of the source soil and completing an investigation to fully define risks to public health and the environment.
	Young's Landfill: Site Name: Young's Landfill 
Amount Authorized: $240,000 
Funding Source: Environmental Protection Bond Fund Description: From 1968 through 1983, Young's Landfill received solid and liquid industrial wastes. In 1983, the landfill was closed however it was not properly capped. Arsenic and other metals above residential cleanup criteria were found leaking from the uncapped landfill into groundwater and into the Prairie River. A landfill cap was installed by the state in 2002 but has since deteriorated and is damaging the liner. This project includes annual maintenance of the cap and repair of three areas of the landfill cap and the security fence to protect public health and the environment.
	Payless Superamerica: Site Name: Payless SuperAmerica 
Amount Authorized: $115,000 
Funding Source: Refined Petroleum Fund 
Description: This site operated as a gasoline station from 1939 to 1999. A fill pipe was excavated and disconnected due to leakage. Subsequently, a scheduled delivery of gasoline was made to the disconnected fill pipe causing 1,100 gallons of petroleum being dispensed into the excavation.  The storage tanks, 500 cubic yards of contaminated soil, and the building have been removed. However, recent monitoring indicates that significant contamination remains above drinking water, groundwater direct contact, indoor air, and groundwater/surface water interface criteria. An evaluation has been conducted to determine the appropriate corrective action. This project includes design of a soil and groundwater remediation system to protect public health and the environment.
	Butler Motor Speedway: Site Name: Butler Motor Speedway 
Amount Authorized: $7,500
 Funding Source: Clean Michigan Initiative Description: This racetrack has been in operation since 1947. Waste oil was applied to the track to improve driving conditions and control dust. Low grade waste oil was disposed of in unlined pits leading to complaints from local residents. Sample analysis indicted levels of polychlorinated biphenyls in excess of direct contact criteria. The owner of the property completed a work plan to address: the contamination but did not perform the required corrective actions. The state has removed the impacted soil, oil in the pits, and tanks. This project includes additional funds to complete post-excavation activities to protect health and the environment.
	Former Union 76: Site Name: Former Union 76 
Amount Authorized: $100,000 
Funding Source: Refined Petroleum Fund Description: Several residents in the village of Reading reported the presence of gasoline odors in their basement. An investigation determined that the odor was coming from the sewer lines which contained gasoline product. The product was removed, however, during construction of a water main, gasoline product was encountered. The project includes conducting an investigation to determine the extent of soil, groundwater and free petroleum product contamination and to conduct cleanup actions needed to protect public health and the environment.

Contaminated soil has been removed from the site and an adjacent property. A groundwater interception and treatment system has been installed to address impacted groundwater. This project includes continued operation and maintenance of the carbon pump and treatment system to protect public health and the environment.

Amount Authorized: $18,000 
Funding Source: Refined Petroleum Fund Description: In 1987, residential wells were found to be impacted with gasoline constituents which originated From sources at Alamo General Store. Underground storage tank systems have been removed or closed prior to 1995. Residential wells continue to be monitored for potential impacts.  Annual groundwater monitoring and free product recovery has been occurring since 2005, however, free petroleum product is still present in the groundwater. This project includes continuing free product recovery to protect public health and the environment.
	North 34th Street Richland: Site Name: North 34th St Area Richland 
Amount Authorized: $500,000 
Funding Source: Environmental Protection Bond Fund Description: Groundwater contamination was discovered in 1977 after samples were taken of residential wells on North 34'h Street. The homes were connected to municipal water and the contamination was traced to a plastics plating company and laundry operation. The liable parties constructed a groundwater treatment system for their portion of the contamination, but were unable to continue operation. The state is continuing operation and maintenance of the system. A large source area of contamination remains on the property and continues to enter the groundwater and threatens additional drinking water supplies. Deep zone extraction wells are needed to fully control groundwater contamination. This project includes continued operation of the existing groundwater treatment system and installation and operation of deep zone extraction wells to protect public health and the environment.
	Douglas Ave Well: Site Name: Douglas Avenue Well 
Amount Authorized: $419,500 
Funding Source: Cleanup and Redevelopment Fund Description: Ten drinking water wells have shown the presence of trichloroethylene in concentrations ranging from 6 ppb to 82 ppb. These concentrations exceed drinking water protection criteria.  Several other homes have shown levels of chemicals below criteria, indicating vulnerability of the water supplies to contamination. Bottled water is being provided to the residences with impacted wells. This project includes additional funds to extend the community water main to protect public health and the environment.
	Liberty Gas: 2 SITES:
Site Name: Liberty Gas 
Amount Authorized: $5,500 
Funding Source: Refined Petroleum Fund Description: An investigation identified groundwater contamination above the residential drinking water criteria and migrating off site towards residential drinking water wells. Contaminated soils were excavated and a groundwater collection and treatment system was installed. Groundwater sampling since August 2006 indicates that contamination no longer poses a threat to public health or the environment. This project includes additional funds for abandonment of monitoring wells and the treatment system.

Site Name: Moores Milwood Service 
Amount Authorized: $10,000 
Funding Source: Refined Petroleum Fund 
Description: Free phase petroleum product was identified on the water table at this former gasoline station which is within 1/2 mile of a municipal well field. The extent of free petroleum product has been delineated. The investigation indicated that the contamination appears stable and should not affect the municipal well field. Since free petroleum product is still present, monitoring is being conducted to verify site conditions. This project includes installation of additional monitoring wells and continued groundwater sampling to protect public health and the environment.
	McDonalds Crosstown: Site Name: McDonalds Crosstown Service Amount Authorized: $144,000 
Funding Source: Refined Petroleum Fund Description: This site operated as a gasoline station and automotive garage from 1952 to 1997. A release from a gasoline underground storage tank on the property caused gasoline contamination in one of the city of Kalamazoo's municipal water supply wells. Four tanks were removed as well as a portion of the soil contamination. A treatment system was installed and operated for a few years until the well field was taken offline. In 2007, the city requested the system be turned back on so the well field could be used during peak demand periods. This project includes continued operation and maintenance of the groundwater treatment system to protect public health and the environment.
	Lakeside Refining: Site Name: Lakeside Refining 
Amount Authorized: $2,165,000 
Funding Source: Clean Michigan Initiative 
Description: This site is a 45-acre former petroleum refining bulk storage facility. Over the years, numerous spills and overfilling of tanks caused significant contamination. The soil, groundwater, surface water, and stream sediments are all heavily contaminated. Extensive cleanup actions have been conducted including removal of structures, equipment, an underflow dam, crude oil, and underground pipeline. Also, groundwater treatment trenches were installed to protect the creek from migrating dissolved petroleum hydrocarbon compounds and a liquid phase petroleum product removal system was installed. However, liquid petroleum product remains on the groundwater, posing a continuing source of groundwater contamination, and dissolved methane exists in the groundwater exceeding fire and explosion screening levels. The city of Kalamazoo plans to expand the investigation of methane in the soil to an industrial park. 
	Allied Paper/Portage Creek: Site Name: Allied Paper/Portage Creek/Kalamazoo River Amount Authorized: $1,470,000 
Funding Source: Environmental Protection Bond Fund Description: This site is located in southwest Michigan and includes approximately 80 miles of the Kalamazoo River and a three mile stretch of Portage Creek. Paper mills discharged polychlorinated biphenyls (PCBs) into the river and creek during the manufacture of carbonless copy paper. It is estimated that over 350,000 pounds of PCBs and millions of cubic yards of PCB-contaminated waste are in the river, floodplain, and five uncontained disposal areas on the river banks. The PCBs continue to migrate into the environment from these areas. Public health advisories have been issued against eating the fish in the Kalamazoo River. The U.S. EPA and the state are working with the liable parties to address the contamination. This project includes continued monitoring of site conditions to protect public health and the environment.
	Fulton Sunoco (McLeieer Oil): Site Name: Fulton Sunoco (McLeieer Oil) 
Amount Authorized: $12,000 
Funding Source: Refined Petroleum Fund 
Description: Releases from a gasoline station contaminated residential drinking water wells. These wells Mere replaced and a monitoring program for other residences has been implemented. To address the contamination. the building was demolished, contaminated soil removed, and a groundwater capture and treatment system was installed and operated for several years. The groundwater contamination plume appears stable; however, residential wells continue to be at risk. This project includes additional funds to complete an investigation to determine the response actions needed to protect public health and the environment.
	Schoolcraft Area Organics Contam: Site Name: Schoolcraft Area Organics Contam 
Amount Authorized: $140,000 
Funding Source: Environmental Protection Bond Fund Description: This site consists of multiple plumes of groundwater contamination from hexavalent chromium, arsenic, carbon tetrachloride, tetrachloroethylene, trichloroethylene (TCE), vinyl chloride, and other volatile organic compounds. Seven plumes of contaminated groundwater have been identified and delineated. Liable parties conducted significant response actions to address soil and groundwater contamination but all of the liable party companies are now dissolved. The Schoolcraft municipal water supply has been extended to impacted drinking water wells in the area. A purge well and treatment system is in operation to prevent migration of the TCE plume and protect additional drinking water supplies. Several monitoring wells are no longer needed and should be abandoned to prevent potential contamination. This project includes proper abandonment of monitoring wells to protect public health and the environment.
	Haugen Property: Site Name: Haugen Property 
Amount Authorized: $500,000 
Funding Source: Cleanup and Redevelopment Fund Description: This site was the location of a barn fire where hazardous substances were stored. As an emergency response to the hazards posed by the fire, staff from the DEQ secured an investigative warrant to enter the property and began procedures to secure the site and conduct an investigation. The U.S. Environmental Protection Agency (U.S. EPA) has begun emergency cleanup actions. This project includes funds for securing the site and conducting the investigation. State actions will assist the U.S. EPA in conducting response actions needed to protect public health and the environment and in conducting a criminal investigation.
	Commercial St: 
	 Industrial Area: Site Name: Commercial St. Industrial Area 
Amount Authorized: $225,000 
Funding Source: Environmental Protection Bond Fund Description: This site includes three facilities that used halogenated volatile organic compounds (HVOCs) to degrease parts. The three facilities, including a paper portfolio manufacturer, an automotive component manufacturer and an electroplating company, improperly stored or disposed of the materials. HVOCs were discovered in a municipal water well that served the village of Paw Paw. The well has been plugged and removed from service. Investigations identified the contamination exceeds drinking water, groundwater/surface water interface, groundwater contact, and indoor air criteria. In addition, a county drain and storm sewer system discharges HVOC contaminated groundwater to the East Branch of the Paw Paw River. This project includes installation of an air sparge/soil vapor extraction remediation system to protect public health and the environment.
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	Coloma DCPA Site: Site Name: Coloma DCPA Site 
Amount Authorized: $465,000 
Funding Source: Clean Michigan Initiative 
Description: The public water supply serving a rural elementary school was found contaminated with Dacthal, which is used as an herbicide. Further investigation detected Dacthal metabolites in 300 drinking water wells with 39 at levels greatly exceeding drinking water criteria. It appears that this product is no longer being used in the area. Bottled water is being offered to property owners whose wells are contaminated. A new municipal water supply is being constructed to provide permanent water to affected and threatened residences. This project includes additional funds to complete installation of the municipal water supply to protect public health and the environment.
	Fredrick's Auto Care: Site Name: Frederick's Auto Care 
Amount Authorized: $45,000 
Funding Source: Refined Petroleum Fund 
Description: This site is located in downtown Watervliet. In the 1940's a 92,000 gallon gasoline release occurred that caused free petroleum product contamination. All underground storage tanks were removed in 1992. A passive skimming system was installed for free petroleum product removal and operated from 2001 through 2006. Four enhanced fluid recovery events have been completed since 2006. It appears the product has been removed; however, monitoring is being conducted to verify the effectiveness of the remedial actions. Some outlying monitoring wells are in the location of planned road construction. This project includes monitoring well abandonment to facilitate the road construction project and continued groundwater monitoring of remaining wells to protect public health and the environment.
	Harbor Plating: Site Name: Harbor Plating 
Amount Authorized: $160,000 
Funding Source: Clean Michigan Initiative 
Description: This 23-acre site was used as a plating facility for a number of years. An assessment of the site discovered grossly contaminated soil and chromium contaminated groundwater discharging into Ox Creek. The U.S. Environmental Protection Agency removed vats and drums of hazardous substances and removed topsoil from an adjacent residential property that exceed lead and arsenic direct contact criteria. Building demolition and investigative activities defining the groundwater and soil contamination are complete. A groundwater treatment system has been designed to prevent further contamination of Ox Creek. This project includes additional Funds to install and operate a groundwater treatment system to protect public health and the environment.
	Indian Lake Mini Super: Site Name: Indian Lake Mini Super 
Amount Authorized: $360,000 
Funding Source: Refined Petroleum Fund

Contamination was identified in a drinking water well on an adjacent property and subsequent groundwater monitoring indicated the contamination migrated approximately a half-mile through the local bedrock aquifer. The township municipal water supply was extended to five residences and three businesses in the area. Residences on private drinking water wells are being monitored by the local health department. Response actions included removal of underground storage tanks and contaminated soil and monitoring groundwater to verify the effectiveness of the cleanup actions. This project includes continued groundwater monitoring to protect public health and the environment.

The contamination also threatens the Chocolay River and Lake Superior. A soil remediation system was installed and operated for several years and contaminated soil was removed. Free petroleum product remains on the groundwater. This project includes removing free petroleum product with passive skimmers, hand-bailing, and peristaltic pumps; abandoning 18 out of the 64 monitoring wells; and monitoring free petroleum product and contaminated groundwater plumes to protect the environment and public health.

A soil vapor extraction (SVE) system was installed and has been in operation for several years. The system has been removed significant quantities of contamination in the soil and free petroleum product. This project includes continued operation and maintenance of the treatment system to protect public health and the environment.

The groundwater is currently being monitored quarterly to assess contamination discharging to a nearby wetland. This project includes additional funds to continue groundwater monitoring to protect public health and the environment.
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
