This transfer request increases spending authorization for the Medical Marihuana Program by $680,000 to allow the program to maintain statutory
compliance (15 business days to approve or deny an application or renewal upon receipt and five business days to issue a card for an approved
application or renewal) for processing registry identification cards. Sufficient revenue (estimated to be about $29.7 million) exists in the Michigan Medical
Marihuana Fund to support this transfer. Demand for the Medical Marihuana Program has continued to increase; the number of registered patients has
increased 57.0% from fiscal year 2012-13 to about 204,000 active patients at the present time. During the same time, the number of registered
caregivers has increased by 34.0% to about 36,000. The Department of Licensing and Regulatory Affairs (LARA) has addressed these increases
through the use of temporary employees from staffing agencies, but has found that these employees are difficult to retain and fairly costly to train. LARA
would use the funds provided through this transfer to hire 5.0 additional FTEs to help process patient and caregiver registrations in a timely manner.
